ANIMAL SHELTER PLAN
Regional shelters committee has met monthly since last spring.  They have a plan and a backup plan in place for the regional shelter program. Per Homeland Security and Emergency Management no pet shall be left behind. If we evacuate a family the pet needs to be evacuated too.

NEW BUSINESS

REVIEW OF HAZARDOUS MATERIALS INCIDENTS

Mr. Brennan stated he has not responded to any incidents.
Captain Murphy stated on March 25th he responded; two electrical responders on the ground, no leaking fluid on the ground.  400 boxes of product with leaking mineral oil went to a store in Weymouth prior to Town officials learning what happened.  
Captain Murphy stated they responded and found the vehicle; they waited on scene for National Grid.  Fire Dept found out 12 hours later that it was a hazmat incident.  DEP was involved.

Mr. McCormack stated DEP stated no action needed to be taken because as far as they are concerned everything was fine.  But contaminated boxes were delivered to a store that is licensed by the Weymouth Board of Health
